1.1   Principal’s report: 
5.1.1
 Field trips were presented for approval (see Principal’s report attached )

5.1.2  Mr.Pevec informed the GB that due to an extremely high response for the next school year, he was not able to remove everyone from the waiting list. The forecast was 742 students but 751 have registered.

5.1.4 Coming Up: Battle of the Bands ( March 25th) ;Fashion Gala (April 1st); Fieldtrip to

5.1.5 Selection of courses:


It was moved by I. Spilak and seconded by F. Agostino to include Math 566-504 CST ( Cultural and Technical mathematics) as a subject selection option for Secondary 5 students-- Approved unanimously – motion passed.


This option would allow for Sec 5 students who did not do well in Math 406 to graduate if they pass Math 566-504.


5.1.6 Re-negotiation of Uniform contract. a 2 year contract, renewable yearly


After a brief discussion, GB decided to keep the VMC tag on the pants.


It was moved by I. Spilak and seconded by F. Agostino to allow Mr.Pevec to renegotiate 
the school uniform contract with Le Loft Des Enfants.-- Approved unanimously – motion 
passed.

6.2 Mr.Rosa’s presentation of the Eurotrip: this is a trip offered to the Sec 5 students. The destination for 2011-2012 will be Berlin, Germany and Prague, Czech.

It was then moved by I. Spilak and seconded by A. Loffredi that the EF Tours Euro trip  be approved as presented by Mr. Rosa -- Approved unanimously – motion passed.

6.3 March 30 meeting-VMC move: 

It is explained that the Long Range Planning Committee has suggested that VMC move into the Pius X building due to the overcrowding situation at the present VMC building. It is suggested that the present building is not suitable to high school students in its present state. VMC is in need of a new gym and an auditorium.

The GB discussed concerns with moving to a new building and keeping the present “culture” of the school.

It was moved by F. Agostino and seconded by L. Marra that a letter be prepared by the chairperson of the VMC governing board ( C. Panetta ) on behalf of the VMC GB to voice the GB position on the possible relocation of VMC- that is, NOT to relocate. Approved with one abstention- motion passed.
